Rules for making your little quilt:

The quilt should have a perimeter no larger thahib2hes (e.qg., 35 by 25 = 120" or 30” square,ryr ather
dimensions that add up to 120" or less.) Ther®isinimum size. We won’t turn down a quilt thai little
larger than these dimensions, however.

The quilt can be pieced, appliquéd, or both. Tilié does not have to be a true miniature quiltjust needs to
meet the size limitations. A hanging sleeve dagsave to be attached to the back of the quiltifsplaying

The guild will sponsor a Boutique Booth at the guil
show to offer handcrafted items for sale to the
public. Any member of the Lakeview Quilters Guild
may participate. Each participant will receive 90%
of the sale price of the items sold. The Guild wil
retain 10% of the sale price. All applicable sales
tax will be collected at the time of the sale. The
guild will be paying the taxes that are collected.

Our Boutique is a great place to pick up gifts for
family, friends, and co-workers — not to mention
that it is an opportunity to treat yourself to
something speciall We encourage everyone to
make items to sell in the boutique — it's a greayw
to earn a little pin money for yourself... that you
can use to buy more fabric and notions, of course!

Each participant is obligated to contribute a
minimum of 2 to 4 hours to the Boutique Booth,
helping with: setting up prior to the show, sadlin
during the show, and clearing the booth after the
show. A sign-up schedule will be available in
March 2010. Each participant will be assigned a
number at the time of registration and sales tags
provided by the guild to be used on the items to be
sold.

All items must be hand-crafted and sale price tags
attached. All unsold items must be picked up gy th
close of the Quilt Show on Saturday. The Guild
will not be responsible for lost or stolen itenfny
item without a tag will be removed from the sales
area and any loose tags found will be destroyéd. |
you feel you have over-priced or under-priced an
item, it needs to be removed from the floor and a
new tag attached.

ADMISSIONS

Friday and Saturday: at the admissions table, you
can buy tickets for the quilt show, as well as pipk

a program. Messages may be left at the admissions
table, and Viewer’s Choice ballots may be

deposited there also. Admission is $6 per day.
Children 12 and under are admitted at no charge.
Members must pay to enter the show unless they are
working a volunteer shift on that day. This year
tickets will be available prior to the show for $5.

We encourage everyone to sell some to friends,
family and neighbors.

JUDGING

Our quilts will be judged prior to the opening bét
show. Our judge will need a scribe who writes
down her comments as she evaluates and judges the
judged entries (some entrants will opt out of hgvin
their quilt judged). Scribes must be good listener
write quickly and well, and be sensitive to the
nature of the work of a judge. If you have quewio
and would be interested in taking a 1 to 2 houit shi
as a scribe, please contact the one of the Judging
Co-Chairs. Scribing is an excellent way to learn
what judges look for when examining, evaluating,
and judging individual quilts!

RAFFLE QUILT TICKET SALES

$5.00. The winner of the stunning donation quilt
will be chosen on Saturday, May 15, at 3:30 pm.
The raffle quilt ticket sales are a major fundraise
for the guild, and we count on our members to buy
and sell tickets. As a result of the efforts aigé of
you who purchase or sell tickets, the guild will
continue to have dynamic, inspirational, informativ
speakers and workshops, a comprehensive selection
of library books, and funds that support the making
of community service quilts. Five ticket packets
and a photo of the quilt were prepared for every
guild member. If, for whatever reason, you choose
not to purchase the raffle tickets, we ask that you
return the unsold tickets to the Ticket Chairperson
so that they can be sold by other members.
Additional tickets are available, beyond the thirty
given to each guild member. After the tickets are
sold, ticket stubs and the money should be returned
to the ticket chairperson.

QUILT SHOW ENTRY RULES

Exhibitors must comply with all quilt show entryies.

Each quilt entered in the show must be submitted by
Lakeview Quilters Guild member, and entered indniker
name.

All quilts must be completed.

All entries must be clean and undamaged to be stoown
judged.

A quilt consists of three layers: backing, filland top,
held together with stitching through all three lsyeEdges
should be finished appropriately.

Final placement in a category will be at the disareof
the Show Committee. If a quilt is moved to another
category, the entrant will be notified as soon@ssible.

Note: Special Exhibit quilts will be judged withineir
respective categories and not within the specitailéx(for
example, the “Ultimate Guild Challenge” quilts whilhng as a
special exhibit but each quilt within the exhibiaynbe judged,
as appropriate, as a pieced quilt or appliqué ,cgiit).

All quilts must have 4-inch sleeves except for Miniatures,

which will be pinned to a background drape. Ifudtgs 90

inches long or less, the sleeve must be attachte aop of

the quilt. If the quilt is longer than 90 inchése sleeve
should be attached 90 inches from the lower edgethe
bottom of the quilt will be folded and will drapleet floor
beneath it; efforts will be made to ensure thatohidt is
not soiled and that sheets are placed beneathuthéog
protect it. If a quilt is odd-shaped, entrants tmasitact
the Show Committee by March 15, 2010, to make
arrangements for appropriate hanging.

The exhibitor's name must be on the back of thé,qni
the lower left-hand corner, along with his or hédess
and phone number.

Completed entry forms must be received by the dsadl
Each entrant will be mailed a postcard for eactheir
entries, detailing entry delivery time and locatiorthe
show. Entries must be picked up on Saturday, May
between 4:30 and 5:00 p.m. If the delivery or pizkimes
cannot be met, the exhibitor must make special
arrangements with the Show Committee.

In all categories, all quilt makers must be ackreaged,
including the hand or machine quilter.

Quilts may be judged within ONE of the following
categories:

Pieced, Small 1 Person:; Quilts must measure tehgt
width) less than or equal 120 inches and be preatomtly
pieced.

Pieced, Small 2 or more Persons: Quilts must measur
(length + width) less than or equal 120 incheslzand
predominantly pieced. There may be any number of
contributors and credit must be given to all ofnthe

Pieced, Large 1 Person: Quilts must measure fiengt
width) more than 120 inches and must be
predominantly pieced.

Pieced, Large 2 or more Persons: Quilts must measur
(length + width) more than 120 inches and must be
predominantly pieced. There may be any number of
contributors and credit must be given to all ofnthe
Appliqué Quilt made by 1 Person: Predominantly
appliquéd quilt, completely made by one person.
Appliqué consists of fabric designs cut of out otwh
and stitched or otherwise applied to the surface of
another fabric.

Appliqué Quilt made by 2 or more Persons:
Predominantly appliqué quilt, made by two persons.
Credit must be given to all contributors.

Innovative Quilt: Pieced or appliquéd reflecting
substantial deviation from traditional patterns aats.
Emphasis is on color, line, and design. There beay
any number of contributors, and credit must be gige
all of them.

Pictorial Quilt: Any quilt that illustrates a regwizable
image. There may be any number of contributord, an
credit must be given to all of them.

Miniature Quilt: Quilts with overall patterns redlting
reduced scale and blocks no larger than 4 inches
square. Quilts must measure less than 24 inches on
any side.

Mixed Technique, 1 person: This category may
include any quilt that does not obviously fit into
another category. Quilts may be sewn by hand or
machine. Examples are crazy quilts, painted quilts
photo quilts, whole-cloth quilts, or quilts thata
balanced combination of more than one technique.
Mixed Technique, 2 or more persons. This category
may include any quilt that does not obviouslyffito
another category. Quilts may be sewn by hand or
machine. Examples are crazy quilts, painted quilts
photo quilts, whole-cloth quilts, or quilts thata
balanced combination of more than one technique.
There may be any number of contributors, and credit
must be given to all contributors

Youth Quilt: Quilts completed by a child under 16
years of age. This category is not judged.

In addition to the previous categories, all judgedts will
alsobe included in one of the following categories:

Merit Machine Quilting: Quilts evaluated on the
quality of the quilting stitches and quilting desig
Quilting may be done by any type of machine. There
may be any number of contributors.

Merit Hand Quilting: Quilts evaluated primarily ¢ime
quality of the quilting stitches and quilting desig
There may be any number of contributors.



QUILT ENTRY INFORMATION

HOW TO ENTER A QUILT

Entrants may register their quilts by filling obet
registration form and following the instructions
contained therein. If you have access to the ietern
however, we encourage you to use the electronic
entry form found on the guild website, as it halgs
automate our registration process. If you do not
have access to the internet, hard copies of entry
forms may be found at the quilt show information
table at each guild meeting. Make copies as
needed. Rules are contained in this Quilt Show
Guide. We hope to have room to display all the
items entered, however, we reserve the right to
decline applications based on space availability.
Items may be entered for either judging or display
only (i.e., unjudged).

No late entry forms will be accepted. Entry forms
may be hand-delivered to Elaine Bishop at any
guild meeting until the March 15 deadline (the
March guild meeting night). If mailed, entry forms
must be received by the Show Committee prior to
the deadline. If you have questions, contact a
member of the Show Committee or send an email

Entries must include:

1. The printed entry form

2. A check for the entry fee of $5 per quilt
(payable to Lakeview Quilters Guild)

CHECK-IN AND CHECK-OUT

All entries must be checked in on the date and
location specified on the postcard each entrant wil
receive in the mail. Quilts need to be clean and i
good condition, and must have a 4-inch sleeve
attached to the back of the quilt (Miniature Quilts
do not require a sleeve). A label with the maker’s
name(s), address, and phone number should be on
the lower left corner of the back of the quilt {laé

you look at the back of the quilt). We will be
unable to accept any entries that do not meet these
requirements.

All entries must be picked up on Saturday, May 15,
between 4:30 and 5:00 pm. You will receive a
receipt at Check-In for each entry. This receipt

must be presented at Check-Out. Members may not
remove their quilts directly from the display.

INSURANCE
Our guild does not purchase insurance for items
exhibited during the show. In the unfortunate ¢ven

that a quilt is damaged or stolen, you must place
your claim with your private insurance carrier.

JUDGING

Guild volunteers serve as scribes for our judge.

DO YOU WANT YOUR QUILT JUDGED?

Quilt makers may choose to have their entry judged
or not judged. This is a great opportunity to get
feedback on your skills. For those quilts thattare
be judged, &irst, Second, and Thirchoice ribbon
will be awarded in each of the judged categories.
Honorable Mention ribbons will be awarded at the
judge’s discretion. Asirst, Second and Thirchoice
ribbon will be awarded for Merit quilting in both
Hand and Machine quilting. Honorable Mention
ribbons will be awarded at the judge’s discretion.
addition, overall awards will be given fBest of
Show, Viewers Choice, Judge’s Choice (2), Best
Interpretation of Themt be awarded by the Show
Committee, andresident’s Choicto be awarded
by the guild’s current president. Each Youth Quilt
entrant will also receive a special ribbon.

AWARDS

Awards are announced at the Preview Night on
Thursday, May 13. There are both overall awards
and awards by category. The Viewers’ Choice
award is voted on by attendees and is announced on
Saturday, May 15, at 3:30 pm.



MAKING SLEEVES FOR QUILTS

Quilts that are entered in the show must have a
hanging sleeve attached to the back when they
arrive at check-in.

Rules for Sleeves

1. Quilts in all categories must have a 4-inch
finished sleeve (Miniature quilts do not require
a sleeve).

2. The top edge of the sleeve must be no more than

90 inches from the bottom edge of the quilt. If
the sleeve is higher than 90 inches from the
bottom, the quilt will be folded at the floor
level. Care will be taken to protect the quilt
from soiling on the floor.

3. To accommodate the hanging of odd-shaped
quilts, you must contact the Show Committee
ONE MONTH prior to the show to arrange for
appropriate hanging.

Sleeve Construction

Step 1: The sleeve can be made from pre-washed
cotton muslin or from the same fabric as the quilt.
Cut a strip of fabric 9 inches wide and as longhas
width of the quilt back. Turn the short sides unde
one half-inch and then sew the long sides together
using a half-inch seam with right sides facing to
make a tube.

Step 2: Turn the sleeve right-side out and pitess i
flat with the seam midway down the side. Make a
third crease one inch away from one of the others,

between the other crease and seam (see Figure 1).

Step 3: Pin the sleeve to the quilt back with the
seam facing the quilt back and the extra third seea
towards the top (see Figure 2). This allows some
slack in the sleeve for the hanging pole. Thevalee
is generally placed just below and within the
binding of the quilt.

Step 4: Stitch the upper and lower edges of the
sleeve to the quilt using a running stitch. Every
third or fourth stitch should go through the entire
quilt. This method is not as attractive as a blind
stitch, but it distributes the weight to all thgdas

of the quilt and will avoid stress to the quilt kac

and quilting stitches. For very large, heavy ulilt
two rows of running stitches might be better.

Cotton thread is recommended in the same color as
the front of the quilt.
